If you
violate a trust, your victim is apt to seek revenge and others are likely to stop doing business with you
at least under favourable terms. A man or woman with a reputation for fair dealing will prosper.
Therefore, profit maximizers are honest. This sounds plausible enough until you look for concrete
examples. Cases that apparently demonstrate the awful consequences of trust turn out to be few and
weak, while evidence that treachery can pay seems compelling. ‘

Passage-III

Reasoning is an argument in which certain things being laid down, something other than these
necessarily comes about through them. It is a 'demonstration’, when the premises from which the
reasoning starts are true and primary, or are such that our knowledge of them has originally come
through premises which are primary and true. Reasoning on the other hand is dialectical, if it reasons
from opinions that are generally accepted. Things are 'true' and 'primary' which are believed on the
strength not of anything else but of themselves: for in regard to the first principle of science it is
improper to ask any further for the why and wherefore of them; each of the first principle should
command belief in and by itself. On the other hand, those opinions are "generally accepted" which are
accepted by everyone or by the majority or by the philosophers, that is, by all or by the majority or by
the most notable and illustrious of them. Again reasoning is contentious if it starts from opinions that
seem to be generally accepted but are not really such or again if it merely seems to reason from
opinions that are or seem to be generally accepted. For not every opinion that seems to be generally
accepted actually is generally accepted. For in none of the opinions which we call generally accepted
is the illusion entirely on the surface, as happens in the case of the principles of contentious
arguments; for the nature of the fallacy in these is obvious immediately, and as a rule even to persons
with little power of comprehension. So then, of the contentious reasonings mentioned, the former
really deserves to be called "reasoning" as well, but the other should be called "contentious
reasoning", but not reasoning since it appears to reason, but does not really do so. Further, besides all
the reasonings we have mentioned there are the misreasonings that start from the premises peculiar to
the special sciences, as happens (for example) in the case of geometry and her sister sciences. For this
form of reasoning appears to differ from the reasonings mentioned above; the man who draws a false
figure reasons from things that are neither true and primary, nor yet generally accepted. For he does
not fall within the definition; he does not assume opinions that are received either by everyone, or by
the majority, or by the philosophers — that is to say, by all, or by most, or by the most illustrious of
them. But he conducts his reasoning upon assumptions, which though appropriate to the science in
question, are not true; for he effects his misreasoning either by describing the semi-circles wrongly,
or by drawing certain lines in a way in which they could not be drawn.

Campaigns for the eradication of this drawback gathered momentum in the past four decades after
independence.

The Supreme Court's judgement on Thursday backing the government’s definition of adjusted gross
revenue (AGR) may hasten further consolidation, paving the way for a two-operator telecomn market,
comprising Reliance Jio and Bharti Airtel with Vodafone Idea’s very survival at stake, analysts said.
This, they said, is since Voda Idea’s total licence fee outstandings (including interest and penalties) to
the government is at around a staggering 34 billion, which is well above its current $3 billion cash
reserves and its modest 712,442.42 crore market capitalisation. Rajiv Sharma, head of research at
SBICap Securities, said the SC verdict, if jmplemented, could lead to Jio and Airtel emerging as the
two dominant national telcos, implying «Yodafone Idea's survival could face big challenges, given
that its $4 billion dues to DoT is over and above its (existing) $14 billion net debt . Bank of
America-Merrill Lynch backed the view, saying “the question remains how Vodafone Idea will fund
this payment,” adding that the apex court decision would lead to wnaterial downside risks to the
company,” and further “weaken the telecom sector with the prospect of increased gearing
According to the Department of Telecommunications (DoT), Airtel owes it ¥21,682.13 crore as
licence fees (including ‘nterest and penalties) while Vodafone Idea owes #28.308.73 crore. The
licence fee is computed as 2 percentage of AGR—conventionally the revenue telcos earn from
licenced mobile services. Sharma of SBICap Securities though said Bharti Airtel won't need fo
shoulder the licence fee outstandings of either Telenor India (T1,950.11 crore) or Tata Teleservices
(9,987.04 crore) as ‘it is indemnified by both the companies for their respective past dues’”. Sunil
Mittal-led Airtel has acquired Telenor's Tndia unit, while it is awaiting DoT approval for acquiring
Tata Tele's mobility business.
