21. (4) Freedom of press​
 Explanation: The Preamble of the Indian Constitution mentions justice, liberty (of 
thought, expression, belief, faith, and worship), equality, and fraternity. "Freedom of 
press" is implied under "freedom of expression" but not explicitly mentioned. 

22. (1) President of India​
 Explanation: As per Article 155, the Governor of a state is appointed by the President. 

23. (1) A, C and E​
 Explanation: The National Commission for Women undertakes investigations (C), 
supports litigation in key women’s issues (A), and examines safeguards under the 
Constitution (E). It doesn’t provide general financial aid or impose punishments. 

24. (3) 1988​
 Explanation: The 61st Constitutional Amendment Act, 1988 reduced the voting age 
from 21 to 18. 

25. (3) 35 Years​
 Explanation: As per Article 58 of the Constitution, the minimum age to become the 
President is 35. 

26. (2) The total amount of greenhouse gases produced by an individual or group​
 Explanation: Carbon footprint measures the total greenhouse gas emissions caused 
directly or indirectly.

69. (3) no article​
 Explanation: “Gold” as a general material noun does not require an article. 

70. (4) by​
 Explanation: “By” is used to indicate a deadline or latest time something should 
happen. 

71. (1) the​
 Explanation: “The Napoleon of India” is a known historical title given to 
Samudragupta. 

72. (3) who​
 Explanation: “Who” acts as the subject of the clause; hence, it is correct. 

73. (4) Infinitive​
 Explanation: “Do” is a bare infinitive used after “made.”
