But since all are generally true, this may be a misprint. The actual false statement here 
seems to be:​
 
118. Suppression of the falsehood is equivalent to the suggestion of truth​
Explanation: This is a misapplication of the legal principle; the true maxim is 
"suppression of the truth is equivalent to the suggestion of falsehood".​
 
119. Recover from third parties after paying a claim​
Explanation: The insurer can claim the rights of the insured against third parties after 
compensation.​
​
120. Unjust enrichment 
Explanation: It ensures that the insured does not profit from insurance beyond the loss. 
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
